J. Project Overview

1. General:

Construction of repairs to the upstream end of Idell Road over Stoney Creek bridge. Also
includes, a temporary runaround, removal of asphalt pavement, selective demolition of a
portion of the existing top slab, selective steel reinforcement replacement, bridge top
slab replacement, pavement replacement, traffic control, erosion and sediment control,
and rip-rap.

This project deals with the structural rehabilitation of a cold joint in the top slab between
the original concrete box culvert constructed in the 1960s and the concrete box culvert

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extension constructed at a later date. Deterioration of the steel decking support and steel
decking along the skewed interface between the two concrete sections has been
documented in two TDOT bridge inspection reports. Additionally, remediation of cracking
and damage to existing structural elements throughout the existing box culvert structure
shall be performed as part of this project.

Existing Conditions:

e The field survey for this project was completed in August 2024. Since that time, the
conditions adjacent to the site have changed significantly due to ongoing commercial
development of Tracts 2 and 3.

e The contractor shall field verify existing conditions prior to bidding and constructing the
project.
